These hot summer months are coinciding with the hot months for our redevelopment process.

Salem Scene August 2009

e Plans cont4naekbofbe fwonk to begin this fall. We

e Meetings were held in July with a smaller neighborhood Task Force and then the larger Community ISsue
Meeting.

e On July 23rd, the Whittier Alliance Board met to vote on the recommendations of the Community Issues
Meeting.

e There is strong support for the plans for the ministry center and the neighborhood is saying clearly that the
value and want the church in the neighborhood.

e There is support but also questions about he mixed use development that will include workforce housing, ret:
and parking.

e The architects and developers heard this concern at the end of June and adjusted the height of the building 1
stories. This seems to address the concerns of many.

e More conversations will continue between the architects, neighbors, and developers, particularly about the desi
for the housing. Ideally together the plans will be honed and strengthened.

e Historic Preservation Commission met in July and unanimously voted to support the demolition of the wester
portion of our land, including the 1938 addition (with the Tudor) that was in question.

e HPC values that we will be able to keep the 1904 building and some of the 1953 sections.

e HPC also stated that they see our problem (with an unsustainable big building) and our model for workin
through this as a possible example for many other churches.

e The next large meeting is August 10 at 4:30pm at City Hall. This is a planning commission hearing.
e A RDF will be held on August 2 at 9:40am for discussion and updates.
e Please continue to pray for Salem, Lyndale, and our neighborhood as we walk this journey.
